Anniversary of Dedication of Holy Trinity 23rd November 
This year on the Solemnity of Christ The King we celebrate the 138th anniversary of the dedication of the church founded back in the 1880s. We remember those who contributed to the building of the church and also those countless individuals who over the years have contributed their money, their time and their skill to keeping the church alive and flourishing. We owe such a debt of gratitude to this enormous generosity but we also need to look to the future in ensuring we are able to continue to flourish.
